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“Learning never exhausts the mind.” Leonardo da Vinci
 
  
In 1947, just after the Second World War, British mystery writer (and scholar) Dorothy L Sayers – the face that launched a thousand 
Classical Education converts – addressed a group of Oxford students. During her talk, she asked, “Is not the great defect of our modern 
education today [that] we fail miserably on the whole in teaching [our pupils] how to think: they learn everything except the art of 
learning?”.[1] Seventy years on, educators wrestle with the same notion: how to love learning. 
  
At Nambour Christian College, our Middle School aims to foster a love of learning. We value the best that has been thought and 
said, creating classrooms full of deep knowledge, wonder and investigation. Our teaching practices reflect a steadfast belief in high 
expectations for all students. And the research is clear: teachers with high expectations lead to higher levels of student engagement, 
motivation and self-efficacy.[2] 
  
Hearth and home also cultivate the richness and excitement of learning. As educators, we are often asked how families can best 
support their young person’s progress in Middle School. The shift from primary schooling years into high school often feels as if parents’ 
and carers’ roles have changed, yet the family remains the first educator. 
 

Love great books (and poems) – literacy – Read good books. Dedicate a Saturday evening (digital detox 
night!) to classic book night, encouraging our adolescents to read aloud. Read together. Read books that 
stretch everyone’s comfort level. Memorise an Australian ballad. Recite sonnets. 
 
Love numbers – mathematics – Recite, chant, sing and memorise the times tables (on the trampoline, 
playing basketball). Often our students will struggle in Middle School maths because there are gaps in 
their remembering of times tables. Play games that reinforce number sense: Equate, Monopoly. 
 
Love all creatures (and landscapes) great and small – science and 
geography – Place a great, glorious (world) map on the wall in 
the family-frequented area of the home. Reference it during dinner 
discussions. Invest in a telescope as a ‘family gift’. Learn the scientific 
names of the plants (and insects!) in the backyard; know the names of 
the trees that line the street. 
 
Love (true) stories of people and places – history – Watch some 
interesting documentaries (with popcorn) about great men and women 
and how they shaped the world we live in today. Read biographies. 
Visit local museums. Take a trip to Brisbane to view exhibitions.
 
The warp and woof of learning blends together the influences of home and school. 
And once school books close for good and uniforms are folded away, we hope that our 
students will continue to feed their curiosity and be lifelong learners always.

NCC in Learning

No Limits to 
Learning
“I’m no good at math!”

“He is so smart in science.” 

How many times have we heard or said 
words to that effect?  
The problem with this type of language 
for learning is that it perpetuates a 
myth: that intelligence is fixed. The 
definition of intelligence is the ability to 
learn new things and the ability to apply 
knowledge.  And that ability is not fixed.  

In fact, advances in neuroscience 
show that the brain is malleable.  This 
plasticity means that with practice new 
connections in the brain can develop 
and existing ones can be strengthened. 
In an article Carol Dweck wrote for the 
Harvard Business Review she describes 
people with a growth mindset as: 
“Individuals who believe their talents can 
be developed (through hard work, good 
strategies, and input from others) have 
a growth mindset. They tend to achieve 
more than those with a more fixed 
mindset (those who believe their talents 
are innate gifts).” 

What does having a growth mindset 
mean for our students and our teachers?

It means it is okay for something to 
be hard, but it is not okay to give up 
because you believe you’ll never learn it. 

It means that effort counts.

It means that obstacles are actually 
opportunities for learning.   

It means that feedback is more important 
than ever.  

It means changing our language when it 
comes to our learning.

At Nambour Christian College we believe 
that all students can make progress 
and we will continue to build a growth 
mindset culture in our classrooms. We 
want our students to try, and keep on 
trying.  

We recently heard from Riley. 

“I started 2018 year off by not knowing 
exactly what I wanted to do. I got 
offered a month long volunteer role as a 
recreational team member at the Athlete’s 
Village at the Commonwealth Games. This 
inspired me to start a University course 
in Business (Tourism, Leisure and Event 
Management) mid last year. 

While I am studying, I have been gaining 
experience at events such as Uni Games in the Gold Coast and Brisbane and 
the Sunshine Coast Marathon, Pan Pacific Master Games, and Brisbane Bullets 
Basketball Club.

Maddison Lanham
For some, the path beyond high school can seem straightforward. For 
others, like Maddison Lanham, it can take some time to discover your 
true calling, and in her particular case, a calling of great responsibility and 
breathtaking possibility.

Following her graduation from NCC in 2016, she began studying a 
Bachelor of Science at the University of Queensland. It was here, during 
Maddison’s first year, that she discovered her passion for genetics and 
resolved to pursue a career as a Clinical Geneticist. On what drew her to 
the field, Maddison explained,

“I love genetics because DNA offers a code 
explaining how life works… It is an exciting 
field to be working in because it is so rapidly 
developing and has potential to revolutionise 
modern medicine.”
And it has certainly proved to be an exciting journey. Currently residing 
in London on a student exchange through the University of Queensland, 
Maddison has spent the last six months in a research internship with 
the Institute of Molecular Biology, working with teams to design new 
antibiotics to combat the increasing problem of antibiotic resistance. 

Although the science has both inspired and captivated Maddison, it 
is also the contentious moral and ethical debate surrounding genetic 
modification that has her committed to paving her own pathway in the 
industry.  

Having completed her entire schooling journey through NCC, Maddison 
credits the school for presenting a stable, Biblically-based worldview that 
has guided her in developing and establishing her own moral standpoint, 
stating, “I am aware of the grey areas that surround genetic editing and 
I want to be involved so that I can help influence the field towards an 
ethical future.”

In the meantime, Maddison is making the most of all the experiences 
and opportunities life is throwing her way. The exchange program has 
allowed her to gradually explore Europe, something that she draws 
a great deal of satisfaction and enjoyment from. Getting lost in new 
worlds, meeting new people from vastly different styles of life, and 
learning about different cultures, compliments her studies and has only 
increased her desire to use her knowledge to help those who need it.

And although the distance from home and demanding nature of her 
work means that Maddison has to be mindful to maintain relationships 
with family and friends, she admits that it takes priority.

“My family is incredibly important to me,” she adds, “their love and 
support has made me who I am and gives me the confidence to take risks 
that I might not have otherwise.”

The tradition of annual carnivals at NCC dates back quite early in 
school history.  These have always been a highlight of the school 
calendar, as the Carnivals were not only a great fund-raising 
tool but also provided an excellent opportunity for the school 
community to pull together and have a lot of fun along the way. 
 
Within four years of the establishment of the school, a Parents 
and Friends committee was established.  The inaugural committee 
consisted of parents - Dr Williams, Doug and Lorna Birrell, Ian 
Roberts, Esther Fabok, Glenys Mayers, Denise Warwick, and Peter 
Mayers and staff - Matthew Baker and Alan May (Principal).
 
The early carnivals were themed, the first carnival was in 1984 
with the theme of a 'Spring Fair'. Then 1985 it was a 'Winter 
Carnival', 1989 saw a 'Medieval Market', and in 1991 an 'August 
Fair'.  A real highlight was the Bicentennial year in 1988 with a 
matching Bicentennial theme.  In 1993 a Spring carnival theme 
saw many clowns and fun characters all around the school 
grounds, funds raised that year totalled $12,000.
 
As there was not a suitable area for a carnival in the early years, 
the carnivals were held in Petrie Park.  But within a few years, a 
major working bee one weekend saw the development of what is 
now the Junior School oval, which had turf laid on the whole area 
in one day.  This then provided an ideal venue for the carnivals.  
Later as the school developed a separate Secondary campus, the 
event was held in the high school area and utilised classrooms 
as an alternative to the many tents and marquees which were 
previously needed. 
 
One of the highlights of carnivals has always been the dunking 
machine. The victim/volunteer is suspended on a small seat above 
a large tank of (often freezing) water. When successfully hit by a 
fall thrown by a keen customer, a mechanism released, the seat, 
whihc dropped away and the volunteer was ‘dunked’.
 
The fundraising aspect of carnivals over the years cannot be 
overstated.  The monies raised has been used to enhance many 
key aspects of the College as it has grown, including the purchase 
of buses, scholarships for students on service trips, supporting 
gifted sportsmen and women, purchase of equipment for the 
school such as laminating machines for the library, support of 
the school tuckshops and much more.  We take this opportunity 
to thank all those parents who contributed their time, gifts and 
resources to make this College the wonderful place it is today.
